Sampling Arizona wine just got a whole lot easier. As of September 2007, Arizona residents can purchase wine directly from the
state’s small wineries without having to show up in person to place an order. (Visits to the wineries are still highly recommended,
but now you won’t have to make the trek to stock up on your favorites if they aren’t carried by your local retailer).

Arizona wineries producing less than 20,000 gallons of wine per year are allowed to take orders via the Internet, fax, phone
or mail thanks to the passage of Senate Bill 1276 by the state Senate and House of Representatives. The subject of much 
wrangling and negotiation, the bill was a compromise between the interested parties. It’s expected to be a boon for the small 
wineries in Arizona’s rural areas.
